Guidance Notes: Criteria for consideration of applications

1. The sustainability of the community group and the activity or project.
We will prioritise activities and groups that that demonstrate a clear path towards long-term sustainability.

2. The local need and support for the activity or project.
Whether it’s supporting educational initiatives, healthcare services, environmental conservation efforts, or cultural enrichment programmes, we will prioritise endeavours that directly address and alleviate challenges within the community.

3. The number of people who will benefit from the activity or project.
Projects with a wide-reaching impact, capable of positively influencing the lives of a significant number of individuals, are viewed favourably.

4. The group in our community who will be helped by the activity/project.
We are keen to see applications that support a wide range of beneficiaries, whether children, the elderly, marginalised groups, or the broader community.

5. Value for money that the activity or project will offer.
We will evaluate the cost-effectiveness and efficiency of each proposed initiative. Projects that demonstrate a judicious use of resources, with tangible outcomes commensurate with the investment, are more likely to be successful.

6. Core running costs
Applications for support with core costs are eligible, but the details of those costs need to be listed in the same was as for a project. 
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
